Who can attend?

Any child between the ages of 5 -15
who reside in Manchester may
attend.

How long is the camp day?

The regular camp day is 9 AM to 3 PM

Camp sites for children ages 5-7 are
located at Center Springs Park.
Camp sites for children ages 5-11
are located at Leisure Labs at
Mahoney, Buckley School, and
Martin School.

The teen camp site for youth ages
11-13 is located at the Manchester
Middle Academy. The Recreation
Leader in Training Program is for
15-year-olds and is held Leisure
Labs at Mahoney.

How are registrations processed?
The registration process begins on April 6th 2026 at 9AM. Regis-
trations are processed on a FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED BASIS.

How much does it cost?

The regular camp day costs $150/session for each child. Payment
will be required, in full, at the time of registration, to reserve
your child’s space at camp.

How do | pay?

Payments can be made by cash, check, money order, VISA or Mas-
tercard in person at 39 Lodge Drive only. If registration is done
online, VISA or Mastercard are the only two available payment
options. Checks/Money Orders should be made out to the “Town of
Manchester”. PLEASE NOTE PAYMENT IS DUE, IN FULL AT THE
TIME OF REGISTRATION.

How do | apply for Financial Assistance?

If financial assistance is required, please email campwaivers@manches-
terct.gov. This needs to be done PRIOR to camp registration to ensure
appropriate fee calculations. Please note, this does not enroll your
child(ren) into summer camp, you need to log in to your account to
complete the registration process on registration day.

What is your refund policy?
Full refunds may be requested until June 8th . No refunds will be
available after June 8th.
